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Subjective Well-being, Perceived Social Support
and Personality of Peasants at Home

[Abstract] Objective: To explore the relationship among farmer’s subjective well-being, social support and personality.
Methods: The subjective well-being scale, perceived social support scale and big five personality questionnaire sampling
survey of 482 farmers at home. Results: The dimensions of the subjective well-being and perceived social support had
very significantly positive correlation; left—behind peasants’ subjective well-being and personality dimensions of extraver-
sion, compatibility and sense of responsibility has a very significant positive correlation, there was very significant negative
correlation with neuroticism; multiple regression analysis showed that, family support and neuroticism, open were the sig-
nificant predictors of Left—-behind peasants’ subjective well-being. Conclusion: The farmer’s perception of social support,
personality and subjective well-being are closely related.
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
