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Reliability and Validity of Moral Disengagement Scale in Chinese Students

[Abstract] Objective: To investigate the reliability and validity of the Chinese version of Moral Disengagement Scale in
Chinese student sample. Methods: The scales, composed of moral disengagement, moral identity and study performance,
were used to assess 750 graduate students. Results: (DExploratory and confirmatory factor analyses showed the scale was
composed of 8 factors; (2 Cronbach’s alpha of the MDS was 0.87, the split —half reliability was 0.80; (3) Moral
disengagement was correlated positively with academic dishonesty behavior and negatively with moral identity.
Conclusion: The MDS of Chinese version is found to have good psychometrics properties with adequate reliability and
validity; however, several items of the scale are found to be unfit to the Chinese sample, and revision of them should be
done in further studies.
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
