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[Abstract]

Objective: To investigate the relationships of depression, self—esteem and perceived social support. Meth-

ods: 171 female criminals were measured by SDS, PSSS and SES. Results: The female criminals depression rate was as

high as 63.2%. Female criminals depression was negatively correlated with self—esteem and perceived social support (1=—

0.28~-0.39, P<0.01). Self—esteem played an incompletely intermediary role in the effect of perceived social support on

depression. Conclusion: Self—esteem has mediating effects between perceived social support and depression of female

criminals.
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
