Exploring A Happiness Structure for Local Public Administration Cadres

[Abstract] Objective: To construct a happiness scale for local public administration cadres. Methods: Because there

were different views in happiness between Western and Chinese people, qualitative methods were employed to develop a

happiness scale. All items were rooted in interviewing and surveying for local public administration cadres. A total of 855

officials in local governments completed original happiness questionnaire. Results: Eexploratory factor analysis and

confirmatory factor analysis indicated a coherent model, including 7 factors of harmonization, achievement in career, home

satisfaction, self-actualization, optimism, achievement of families and society welfare. Conclusion: The happiness scale for

local public administration cadres has good psychometric properties.
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
