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The Development of Job Self-efficacy of Counselors in Colleges and Universities
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[Abstract] Objective: To develop the counselors’ job self-efficacy (CJSE) in colleges. Methods: The structure and
items were obtained on the basis of an open structure questionnaire and literature review, and then 412 counselors in col-
leges were tested with CJSE. Results: The CJSE consisted of 24 items and reflected four factors including Management of
Students, Behavior Guidance, Interpersonal Harmony and Emotional Regulation, which explained 60.21% of the total vari-
ance. The Cronbach « coefficient ranged from 0.77 to 0.85. The confirmatory factor analysis showed that xdf was under
2, RMSEA was under 0.05, and GFI, NNFI, CFI, IFI were above 0.90 respectively. Conclusion: The CJSE is a reliable
and valid scale for assessing counselors’ job self-efficacy in colleges.
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
