Relationship Between Personality Disorder and Attachment

[Abstract] Objective: To explore the relationship between personality disorder and attachment of adults. Methods:
Adult Attachment Questionnaire (AAQ3.1), Relationship Questionnaire (RQ), Experiences in Close Relationship Inventory
(ECR) and Personality Diagnostic Questionnaire(PDQ*) were administered to 390 adulis. Results: Attachment factors were
correlated with personality disorders significantly, r=—0.359~0.555; Stepwise regression analysis showed that attachment
could predict PD significantly(R>=0.463). In reverse, personality disorder can affect attachment avoidance ,attachment anxi-
ety, self model, and other model significantly(R?=0.28; 0.419; 0.199; 0.158). Conclusion: Personality disorder and attach-
ment are correlated significantly.
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
