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Abstract  Objective: To study the interaction anxiousness status of new recruits in Chinese People’ s Armed Police
Force. Methods: 981 recruits were assessed with Interaction Anxiousness Scale(IAS). Results: The average score of IAS of
recruits was 42.93+7.35. There was higher social anxiety level in the recruits who graduated from junior middle school
than those who graduated from senior high school. There were respectively 37.5% and 39.3% of recruits feeling uneasy
when they were in contacting with strangers and talking with supervisors. There were 85.5% of recruits lacking confi-
dence. Conclusion: The level of interaction anxiousness of new recruits was relatively high, it embodied contacting with
strangers, talking with supervisors and lacking confidence.
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
