Abstract  Objective: To study the reliability and validity of Depressive Experiences Questionnaire. Methods: 356
subjects were assessed with DEQ and BDI. Results: The internal consistency reliability is over 0.81, the re- test reliability
is over 0.79 and split- reliability is 0.98. Factor analyses present three- factor construction: dependency factor and self-
criticism factor and efficacy factor, the factor load of 22-items is not satisfactory; dependency factor and self- criticism
factor is obviously positive correlated with BDI. Compared with other groups, the scores of patients with depression were
significantly different in all factors of DEQ. Conclusion: The reliability and validity of DEQ is satisfactory, but it is
necessary to further study the items.
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
