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Abstract  Objective: To examine the parents’ rearing and educating patterns and their relationship to the characteris-
tics of self- concept of adolescents. Methods: A sample of 313 adolescents was tested by the Self- concept Scale and the
revised EMBU. Results: Physical self and character self of boys are higher than those of girls. Family self of adolescents
whose father has high education level is higher than that of adolescents whose father has low education level P<0.05 .
Parental emotional care has positive relation to adolescents’ self- concept, and parental punishment and less emotional
care of mother have negative relation to adolescents’ self- concept P<0.01 . Conclusion: Adolescents’ self- concept is af-
fected by gender. Family self of adolescents is affected by father’ s education level. Although parental emotional care has
positive relation to adolescents’ self- concept and parental punishment and less emotional care of mother have negative re-
lation to adolescents’ self- concept.
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
