[ Abstracl  Objective: To explore the difference of coping style among junior middle school students of different family types. Meth-
ods: 87 students in single- parent families; 439 studeris in complete families and 46 students in association families were tested by Coping
Style Scale of Middle School Sudents( CSSMSS) . Results: Junior middle school students in single— parent families and association fami
lies reported significanily higher scores on feeling ventilation and fantasy coping styles than these in complete families. Significant higher
scores of tolerance coping style were found in association family students than those in complete family students. Conclusion:The coping
styles of studerts in different families are different.
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
