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The Influential Factors on Quality of Life in Children

[ Abstrac] Objective: To explore the influence of life circumstances on the subjective well— being in children. Methods; A
sample of 368 children aged from 10 to 16 years old was administered ISIQQ and EMBU. Results; The subjective well— being of
children were influenced positively by their parental rearing style of wammth and understanding, and influenced negatively by rear-
ing style of rejection. The favoritisn from mother was one of major factor to influence the affective component of subjective satisfac-
tion of children. Also, the following variables of mothet s education, achievement in school sex, and pattern of family affected
the subjective well— being in children to varying degrees. Conclusion: The quality of life in children was influenced significantly
by their life circumstances especially parental rearing pattems.
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
