[ Abstrac]  Objective; To investigate behavioral problems in psychiatric patients during hospitalization. Methods: A total of 81

inpatients were assessed by the Nurses Observation Scale for Inpatient Evaluation (NOSIE) . The correlation analysis was conducted

on factors score of the scale and age, sexs income course of illness. Results: Sex was significantly with factor scores on social com-

petence positive and passive of scale. The factor scores on social competence, irritability, positivity and patienf s illness condition

were higher in male than in female, whereas the score of negativity was higher in female than in male. Condusion: significant rela-

tionship was found was found between gender and behavioual problems in psychiatric inpatients.
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
