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Development and Initial Validation of the Narcissistic Personality Questionnaire

[Abstract] Objective: To develop a narcissistic personality questionnaire for non—clinical Chinese people. Methods:
The questionnaire was developed on the basis of data from open questionnaire, interview and Narcissistic Personality In-
ventory. Six hundred and twelve participants finished a Narcissism Questionnaire, Self—Esteem Scale, Trait Anxiety Inven-
tory, and Satisfaction with Life Scale. Results; (DAn exploratory factor analysis revealed three factors labeled authority,
superiority, and self —admiration; and a confirmatory factor analysis suggested that the goodness—of —fit indexes of this
three—factor model was satisfactory; 2)Cronbach alpha coefficients of narcissism questionnaire and its three factors ranged
from 0.796 to 0.929; (3)Consistent with previous studies, males were more narcissistic than females; (@ Narcissism was pos-
itively correlated with self—esteem, negatively correlated with anxiety and was not associated with satisfaction of life; self—
esteem mediated the relationship between narcissism and anxiety. Conclusion: The self developed questionnaire illustrat-
ed satisfactory internal consistency reliability, construct validity, and criterion-related validity.
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
