The mediating effects of basic psychological needs and self-esteem between emotional abuse and social anxiety were signifi-
cant, and chain mediating effect of basic psychological needs—self-esteem was also significant. Conclusion: Emotional

abuse influences children’s social anxiety, not only through the direct path, but also through the indirect path of basic psy-

chological needs and self-esteem, as well as the chain mediating path between these two variables.
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
